The Clore Leadership Programme announced today, that applications are open for a new  

Fellowship on their 2007/8 Programme. With support from Skillset and the UK Film 

Council, this year’s Programme will offer a Fellowship in Film to an applicant working 

in the publicly funded agencies who support the work of the film industry.  

 

The Film Fellow will have an individually tailored programme starting in September 

2007, lasting a year or longer which will include two intensive residential leadership 

courses; professional development through mentoring, tuition and group learning; time 

for reflection, research and debate; and a period of secondment, including experience of 

managing a challenging project.
